· A heartfelt acoustic rendition of Turkish blues-rock icon Yavuz Çetin's classic, "Bul Beni"

The album opener blends electric blues and rhythmic vocals reminiscent of rap. A humorous yet sharp rebellion against fake emotions and indecisiveness.

🮟 Gına
The title track uses acoustic guitar and country-rock sounds to express years of emotional fatigue. A poetic release of frustration, asking weary thoughts to finally leave.

An intimate acoustic-bluesy cover of Yavuz Çetin’s iconic track, right after Göksenin’s original "Beni Bulamazsın." A powerful emotional bridge between two interpretations of being lost and found.
🌍 I Hear Ya
Combining classic blues phrasing with Anatolian grooves, this protest track questions the Western world’s double standards on war and justice.
"When you choose between wars... I don’t wanna hear a word you say."
